1.02.20 Ports driver identified a minor diesel spill, spill was created by a previous delivery driver.

1.9.20 FM 645 customer overfilled their semi saddle tank, blamed it on the auto shut off, next customer had no issues with the satellite nozzle shutting off. Nozzle was not taken out of service.

	1.02.20 FM 783 Driver reported minor diesel spill at the diesel drop. Driver did take the time to clean up the spill with oil dry and spill pads and drained the product from the drop bucket into the tank.  It was determined the spill was from Lewis Transport diesel delivery, the driver responsible did not report the spill or clean it up.  Our driver indicated the diesel is coming up from the bottom and overfilling into the drop bucket and that if you stood over it and watched you could pull the chain and drain it back in.  Our driver explained all of this to Jimmy.
